© Changing lanes without signaling

© Weaving in and out of raffic

© Blocking cars attempting to pass or change lanes

© Tailgating

© Funning red lights

© Using headlights or brakes to “punish® other drivers

Engaging in these hazardous driving behaviors may constitute a criminal affense
of reckless driving. It may escalate into road rage and often results in crashes that
involve lose of life and serious injuries.

The American Transportation Research Institute reparts that the Ilkdlhmn;:

driver has been convicted of one of these hazardous actions. For example, a driver with
a reckless driving violation has a 114% greater likelihood of being involved in a crash.
The likelihood of a crash increases by 46% if the driver had a violation for following too
closely. A driver is 45% more likely to getinto a crashiif he or she had a speeding violation.

Follow these tips to avoid the dangers of aggressive driving:

© Allow ample fime to get to your destination safely.

© 0Obey all posted speed limits and slow down if conditions warrant a slower speed.
© Don't tailgate. Following too closely reduces a driver's visibility and reaction time.
[>] mﬁf;ymm pass a vehicle unless it is safe and there is plenty of fime to do

© MNever make obscene gestures or use your hom out of anger.

© Don't provoke or allow yourself to be provoked. If another driver is acting
aggressively, ignore them.

© Remember the three Bs: be courteous, be patient, be forgiving.

© Buckle up. It iz your last line of defense. Seat belts save lives.
